Practical Nursing Program Qutcomes

NDSCS Practical Nursing Program outcomes are:

1. NDSCS PN Performance on licensure exam will be at least 80% for all
first time test takers during the same 12-month period.
2. Fifty percent (50%) of PN students will complete the program within
five academic terms of the time from entry into the program.
3. Eighty percent (80%) of PN Graduate Surveys will indicate student satisfaction

with the preparation provided by the program for entry-level practice (SLOs).
4. Eighty percent (80%) of PN graduates will be employed as a PN within 12
months of graduation.

5. Eighty percent (80%) of PN students will be at the 90% or higher benchmark of
probability to pass NCLEX on the proctored ATI Comprehensive Predictor Exam
on or before the second attempt.
