NDSCS Email Required – Check it often -- NDSCS email addresses are REQUIRED for     
communications from the college and instructors. You must check your NDSCS email account 
frequently to avoid missing time sensitive information. For instructions on how to log into your 
college email account, go to IT Service Desk/Email. You may forward your college email to a 
personal account. 

 

Log into Blackboard: NDSCS uses Blackboard for all our classes.  

To log into Blackboard, go to www.ndscs.edu and click NDSCS Online at the top of the page (or go     
directly to https://online.ndscs.edu).  Use your CampusConnection User ID and Password to log in.                                                                                                                              

NDSCS Blackboard Student Orientation: Once you have logged into Blackboard, complete the NDSCS
